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3rd ECHEMS Meeting

Electrochemistry in “Nanosystems and Molecules at Work”
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Třešť Castle (Czech Republic), 

June 28 - July 1, 2007

This is an invitation for the 3 rd ECHEMS Meeting that will be held at the renaissance castle Třešť in southeastern Bohemia, in an attractive, peaceful locality rich in historical monuments and beautiful natural sceneries from Thursday June 28 afternoon to Sunday July 1, 2007.
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ECHEMS is a young international organization aimed at promoting the use and development of electrochemistry as a powerful tool to study scientific problems in hot areas of current research. ECHEMS was established in 2004 as a fusion of the former EUCHEM Meetings of Electrochemistry and the Sandbjerg Meetings on Organic Electrochemistry. The ECHEMS Meetings will be held annually, at the end of June as a rather small international conference and the main topic and host country will be changed every year. (1st ECHEMS Venice / Italy 2005, 2nd ECHEMS - La Palma / Spain-Canary Islands 2006).
Scope

The purpose of these meetings is to gather young and more experienced scientists to present and discuss the results of their research in a very informal and friendly atmosphere. Participation of young researchers, graduate students, and post-doctoral fellows is particularly encouraged. In keeping with the informal spirit of these meetings and the wish to promote personal contacts between all the participants, the participation will be limited to a restricted number of people, 50-80, who will be accommodated for 3 days at the conference site.

The topic addressed by the 3rd ECHEMS Meeting:
Electrochemistry in "Nanosystems and Molecules at Work"

The selection of this specific topic originates from our belief that electrochemistry is an important tool for understanding how the nanosystems work and  what are the mechanistic principles of their function at molecular level. Therefore this conference is devoted to processes initiated by electrochemical electron transfer with a special stress on mechanisms 

discussed topics:

* models of biomolecules and biomembranes

* functionalized electrodes in electroanalysis and electrocatalysis

* molecular electronics

* electrochemical probes and markers 

* nanosystems in energy transformation

* charge transfer reactions on nanostructures:

    - nanotubes, fullerenes and their derivatives)

    - supported metal and metal-oxide nanoparticle assemblies/arrays

    - biomacromolecules, DNA, proteins

* electrochemically generated chemiluminescence at SAM

* electrochemical nanosensors, ...        and others.

The program will consist from several 45´ keynote lectures and about twenty five 20´ oral papers. The poster contributions will be also considered.  

Date and place

Arrival at the Castle and registration:   

Thursday June 28, 2007 afternoon (The special bus will depart from the J. Heyrovský Institute, Prague, around 13.00)

Departure from the Castle:   Sunday July 1, 2007 (after lunch)  

The castle (chateau) Třešť  (built in 16th century), is located in the small town Třešť, about 15 km south of Jihlava (which is situated on the highway D1 Prague-Brno approx. 120 km from Prague)
